SEBA Boys League Rules

13-15 Year Olds


1 No game should start a new inning after 1 hour and 50 minutes has elapsed.  We should try to play 7 innings or 110 minutes, whichever comes first.  This is to allow the second game to start on time or as close to 8 pm as possible.
2 Each team will bat a continuous line up throughout the game.  (This means every player will bat.)    If a team is at a disadvantage by showing up with 3 more players than the other team, the team with the fewest players will take an automatic out at the end of their line up.  This is put into effect so that each team should get as close to the same amount of plate appearances as possible without a huge disadvantage to either team.  I think we would all agree that if you are batting 13 boys vs. 9 boys in a Recreational League you are at a disadvantage.  If you are starting a game with only 8 players, you are already being forced to take an out so you will not be forced to take an additional out.  
3 All players must play on the field every other inning.  It is NOT mandatory for them to play an infield position during the game.  A coach cannot wait until late in the game to make up innings on the field for a player because the game could end short due to time or the 10 run rule after 4 innings.  It will be a forfeit if you as a coach do not play a boy every other inning.  Remember we are a Recreation League.
4 No Pitcher can pitch any more than 4 innings per game and 7 innings per week based on a 2 game per week schedule.  Rain out games will revert back to the amount of innings a pitcher pitched the week of the rain out.  (If a pitcher has pitched 2 innings this week and had a rain out later this week, he would have 4 innings left to pitch whenever the rain out game is rescheduled regardless if he has already pitched 7 innings in the week of the rescheduled game.)   Worst case scenario would be a pitcher might pitch 11 innings in 1 week but only if they are playing a rain out game that week and he pitched 3 innings or less the week the game was initially rained out.
5 The umpires should issue 1 warning per pitcher for a BALK before they award an extra base to a base runner.  The umpire or coach should also let the pitcher know what he did wrong to get the Balk called on him. (Teach them!)
6 There are no courtesy runners.  Every player (including Pitchers & Catchers) must run the bases for himself throughout the game.
